MYTH: Rapists are crazy. 
REALITY: Research indicated 
that most rapists are “normal”

6/10 victims who reported being 
sexually assaulted were under 17

MYTH: Some women “ask for it” 
REALITY: No woman wants to be 
sexually assaulted

MYTH: Sexual assault only 
happens to young women 
REALITY: Sexual assault can 
happen to anyone

Women with disabilities have a 
150% greater likelihood of 
being assaulted

Up to 75% of survivors in First 
Nations communities are young 
women under 18 years old

50% of survivors in First Nations 
communities are under 14 years 
old, 25% are under 7 years old

Women are sexually assaulted 
during times of war.

Sexual violation of women can 
destroy a community in a way

1993 stats show that 23% of 
Canadian women experienced 
sexual harassment at work.

MYTH: Sexual assault is a crime

REALITY: Sexual assault is a 
crime of violence where sex is 
used as a weapon

Examples of sexual harassment 
include: making offensive jokes, 
sexual requests or suggestions

In 2006, nearly 16, 000 incidents 
of criminal harassment or 
stalking were reported to police
